DEVELOPER/PROGRAMMER
Role(s):
The Developer/Programmer is responsible for the design, development, documentation, and maintenance of assigned system or software components and functional areas in accordance with project policies, procedures, and standards. 
Responsibilities:
The Developer/Programmer:

· (Reviews) requirements to clarify technical specifications required for design.
· (Develop) detailed system and software design specifications.
· (Ensures) the design specifications provided are thorough and detailed in order to avoid problems in coding development.
· (Analyzes) and (suggests) improvements for operational methods.
· (Develops) or (modifies) application code to meet results as defined by system or software requirements.

· (Develops) design solutions to meet requirements efficiently and effectively.
· (Analyzes) and (corrects) issues with code discovered during testing.
· (Produces) system documentation according to project standards.
· (Codes) programs and executables in conformity with project standards.
· (Writes) unit and functional test plans.
· (Works) closely with internal and external clients on system designs and review.
· (Assists) in developing efficiencies in development processes and procedures.
· (Performs) unit testing of code and documents findings.
· (Assists) testing staff in the creation of testing plans which will address the detailed system design features and functionality.
· (Maintains) completed/existing programs and systems.
· (Evaluates) interrelationships between programs such as whether a contemplated change in one part of a program would cause unwanted results in a related part. 

· (Analyze) performance of programs and take action to correct deficiencies based on consultation with users and approval of supervisor. 

· (Confers) with users to gain understanding of needed changes or modifications of existing programs. Resolve questions of program intent, data input, output requirements, and inclusion of internal checks and controls. 
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
