Project Roles and Responsibilities

USER ACCEPTANCE TESTER (UAT)
Role(s):

In the case of software, acceptance testing performed by the customer is known as User Acceptance Testing (UAT). UAT is a process to obtain confirmation that a system meets mutually agreed-upon requirements. 
A Subject Matter Expert (SME), preferably the intended user of the system under test, provides such confirmation after trial or review. In software development, UAT is one of the final stages of a project and often occurs before a client or customer accepts the new system.
Responsibilities:

User Acceptance Tester (UAT):

· (Verifies) the required business function and proper functioning of the system, emulating real-world usage conditions by testing cases written by the developers.
· (Participates) in test script scenario walkthroughs and provide feedback.

· (Executes) a suite of tests (that also contain a formal description of the expected results) on the completed system that exercises a particular operating condition of the user’s environment or feature of the system, the result of which is pass or fail. 
· (Reports) defects found during the course of testing to the Test Lead.
· (Reports) overall test results to Test Manager/Lead.
